
building fund. This means that 
we need to raise a MINIMUM  of 
$175,000 (just $11,000 more!) 
if the conference comes 
though, which means that we 
MAY be able to build it without 
any loans! Wouldnôt that be 
amazing? If not, we will con-
tinue fund raising. A small loan 
may be necessary so we can 
build it, then pay it off as soon 
as possible.ò 
 
     How soon can we start 
building, and what is the 
status of our plans?  
 
     ñAll the basic design work 
has been completed, including 
the kitchen plans. We are sub-
mitting these to a draftsman 
this month so that the formal 
blueprints can be completed. 
Once this is done, we will sub-
mit these plans to the County 
for our building permit. This 
process takes anywhere from 6 
months to a year. Pray for it to 
be sooner! This means that, 
God willing, we should be able 
to begin construction some-
time next year, and once it 
starts we should be able to 
complete it in just 6 months.ò 

Childrenôs offering, a total of 
$19,000 was given in just two 
weeks, and it took just 18 
months to raise nearly 
$100,000 by a church with less 
than 100 members! So whatôs 
next? We asked Building Com-
mittee chairman Craig Adams 
the questions.  
      
     Why was the goal set at 
$150,000, and what comes 
next?  
      
     ñit was estimated that the 
total cost of the new fellowship 
hall and Sabbath School rooms 
would come to about $500,000 
if a contractor were to do the 
entire project without any 
church member help. This esti-
mate is required by the confer-
ence. To qualify for any help 
from the them (SECC), we had 
to raise 30% of the estimated 
cost FIRST, before anything 
else could happen. Now that we 
have raised this, we qualify for 
conference assistance, in the 
form of a grant, of 15%, or  
$75,000, as funds are avail-
able. We have written to the 
conference building committee 
requesting this, and I have 

visited with them in person 
about it as well. We are confi-
dent that this will come through 
by the time we start building.ò 
 
 How much will it really 
cost?  
 
     ñWe believe that with the 
building skills we have present 
in our church that we can do 
much, if not most , of the work 
ourselves. If so, we are confi-
dent that we can build it for 
about $250,000 . This is just 
an estimate. Therefore, we 
must continue our giving to the 
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 New Directory!  

A new pictorial direc-

tory is being made 

now which reflects 

the many new addi-

tions to our church 

membership.

Members were 

stunned to hear that on that 

day alone, $9,000 was given! 

The $5,000 was put in, and, 

along with an additional 

$4,000 that came in the pre-

vious week, put the fund at 

$164,000! Along with the  
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God.ò Isaiah 59:2. The loss of 

sea life in the Gulf, sad as it 

may be, is nothing compared 

to the effect of this other 

event.  

 

     Whether BP, their contrac-

tors or the government will be 

able to clean up the monu-

mental mess in the Gulf is an 

open question. But we can be 

assured that God will fix the 

disaster caused by manôs 

transgression. In fact, it was 

fixed in His mind even before 

it began. His ñclean-upò plan 

was intact, complete, perfect 

and filed in His omniscient 

mind before disaster struck.  

 

     It was promised verbally in 

the  Garden of Eden  when man 

sinned. It was forged by Christ 

in the  Garden of Geth-

semane  as He sweat drops of 

blood and it was made certain 

when Jesus died on the cross, 

paying for the sins of man-

kind.
